Al Saie
has been commissioned by various organisations for porcelain projects in the Gulf region, including
the Shaikh Ibrahim Cultural Centre in Muharraqg, Bahrain, (2004), the Dubai Civil Aviation Department
(2005), Qatar Airways, the Bahrain International Circuit (BIC), the Bahrain World Trade Centre, The
Bahrain National Museum, the National Theatre of Bahrain and the “Pearl Route”, A UNESCO World
Heritage site also located in Bahrain.
